A. Title I Schools

Each year the Superintendent or designee shall identify specific objectives of the
District’s parent involvement program for schools that receive Title I funding. He/she
shall ensure that parents/guardians are consulted and participate in the planning, design,
implementation, and evaluation of the parent involvement program. (Education Code
11503; cf. 6171 Title I Programs)

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the District’s parent involvement
strategies are jointly developed with and agreed upon by parents/guardians of students
participating in Title I programs. Those strategies shall establish expectations for parent
involvement and describe how the District will carry out each activity listed in 20 USC
6318.

To the extent feasible and appropriate, the district’s Family Center Resource
Specialist will coordinate and integrate parent involvement programs and

B. School-Level Policies for Title I Schools

At each school receiving Title I funds, a written policy on parent involvement shall be developed
jointly with and agreed upon by parents/guardians of participating students.

participating students, submit any parent/guardian comments when the school makes the
plan available to the District.

6. Jointly develop with the parents/guardians of participating students a school-parent
compact that outlines how parents/guardians, the entire school staff, and students will
share responsibility for improved student academic achievement and the means by which
the school and parents/guardians will build a partnership to help students achieve state
standards.

This compact shall address:

a.

The school’s responsibility to provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in
a supportive and effective learning environment that enables participating
students to achieve the state’s student academic achievement standards.

Ways in which parents/guardians will be responsible for supporting their
children’s learning, such as monitoring attendance, homework completion, and
television viewing; volunteering in the classroom; and participating, as
appropriate, in decisions related to their children’s education and the positive use
of extracurricular time.

The importance of communication between teachers and parents/guardians on an
ongoing basis through, at 2 minimum:

) Parent-teacher conferences in elementary schools, at least annually,
during which the compact shall be discussed as it related to the student’s
achievement.

2 Frequent reports to parents/guardians on their children’s progress.

3 Reasonable access to staff, opportunities to volunteer and participate in
their child’s classroom, and observation of classroom activities.

7. Build the capacity of the school and parents/guardians for strong parent involvement by
implementing the activities described in items #3a-f in the section “District Strategies for
Title I Schools” above .

8. To the extent practicable, provide full opportunities for the participation of
parents/guardians with limited English proficiency, parents/guardians with disabilities,
and parents/guardians of migrant children, including providing information and school
reports required under 20 USC 6311 (h) in a format and language such parents/guardians
can understand.

If the school has a parent involvement policy that applies to all parents/guardians, it may amend
that policy to meet the above requirements.

a. Provide parents/guardians with information regarding ways to create an effective
study environment at home and to encourage good study habits.

b. Encourage parents/guardians to monitor their children’s school attendance,
homework completion, and television viewing.

c. Encourage parents/guardians to volunteer in their child’s classroom and to
participate in school advisory committees.

Build consistent and effective communication between the home and school so that
parents/guardians may know when and how to assist their children in support of
classroom learning activities. (Education Code 11502, 11504)

Superintendent or designee may:

a. Ensure that teachers provide frequent reports to parents/guardians on their
children’s progress and hold parent-teacher conferences at least once per year
with parents/guardians of elementary school students.

b. Provide opportunities for parents/guardians to observe classroom activities and to
volunteer in their child’s classroom.

c. Provide information about parent involvement opportunities through district,
school, and/or class newsletters, the district’s web site, and other written or
electronic communications.

d. To the extent practicable, provide notes and information to parents/guardians in a
format and language they can understand.

e.  Develop mechanisms to encourage parent/guardian input on district and school
issues.

Train teachers and administrators to communicate effectively with parents/guardians.
(Education Code 11502, 11504)
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District Strategies for Non-Title I Schools (Continued)

The Superintendent or designee may:

a. Provide staff development to assist staff in strengthening two-way
communications with parents/guardians, including parents/guardians
who have limited English proficiency or limited literacy.

5. Integrate parent involvement programs into school plans for academic
accountability.

The Superintendent or designee may:

a. Include parent involvement strategies in school reform or school
improvement initiatives.
b. Involve parents/guardians in school planning processes.

REGULATION REVISED: September 22, 2008
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Physical Education

The Governing Board recognizes the positive benefits of physical activity for student
health and academic achievement and encourages each student to take advantage of the
various opportunities for physical activity offered by the district.

The Board desires to provide a physical education program which builds interest and
proficiency in movement skills and encourages students’ lifelong fitness through physical
activity. Besides promoting high levels of personal achievement and a positive self-
image, physical education activities should teach students how to cooperate in the
achievement of common goals.

The Board shall approve the components of the physical education program.

Physical education staff shall take special care to ensure that excessive physical exertion
is not required of students when the parent/guardians have informed staff of a heart or
respiratory condition or other physical disability that may restrict such activity. An
appropriate alternative shall be provided for these students.

Physical education staff shall appropriately limit the amount or type of physical exercise
required of students during air pollution episodes, hot weather, or other inclement
conditions.

Physical Education activities shall not be withheld from students as a form of
punishment. Furthermore, in most situations, withholding physical activity during recess
from students as a form of punishment is not reccommended.

With the consent of the student, the Superintendent or designee may grant temporary
exemption from physical education under either of the following conditions: (Education
Code 51241)

1. A student is enrolled for one-half time or less.
2. A student is ill or injured and a modified program to meet his/her needs cannot be
provided.

The Superintendent or designee may grant permanent exemptions from physical
education for a student who is either:

1. Age 16 years or older and has been in grade 10 for one or more academic years

2. Enrolled as a postgraduate student

3. Enrolled in a juvenile home, ranch, camp or forestry camp school with recreation
and exercise scheduled
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Physical Education

The Superintendent or designee may exempt students with their consent, from any two years of
physical education courses during grades 10 through 12 pursuant to Education Code 51241,
provided the student has passed the physical education performance test administered in grade 9
pursuant to Education Code 60800. (Education Code 51241)

The Superintendent or designee may excuse any student in grades 10 through 12 who attends a
regional occupational center or program from attending physical education courses if such
attendance results in hardship because of travel time involved. (Education Code 52316)

The Superintendent or designee may exempt a high school student from physical education if

he/she is engaged in a regular school-sponsored interscholastic athletic program carried on
wholly or partially after regular school hours. (Education Code 51242)

POLICY ADOPTED: February 6, 2006
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Instruction

Physical Education

Instruction in physical education shall be provided for a total period of time of not less than 200
minutes each 10 school days for students in 1 through 6 and not less than 400 minutes each 10
school days for students in grades 7 through 12. (Education Code 51210, 51222).

During the month of February, March, April or May, students in grades 5, 7, and 9 shall undergo
the physical performance testing designated by the State Board of Education. Students with a
physical disability and students who are physically unable to take all of the test shall undergo as
much of the test as their physical condition will permit. (Education Code 60800)

In order to ensure that students engage in healthful levels of vigorous physical activity:

1. Schools shall establish specific learning goals and objectives for physical education. A
sequential, developmentally appropriate curriculum shall be designed, implemented, and
evaluated to help students develop the knowledge, motor skills, self-management skills,
attitudes, and confidence needed to become and remain physically active throughout their
lives.

2. The existing physical education requirements should be monitored and enforced.

3. Professional development opportunities for physical education should be available to
teachers and administrators.

4. Students shall be encouraged to walk, bike or otherwise “actively commute” to and from
school.

5. Expanded opportunities for lunchtime and after school physical activity for students and
staff shall be developed.

6. Exemptions for high school PE classes must meet the specified criteria.(See BP 6146.12)
Students participating in non-school programs in physical activity must demonstrate in
their written application to the District that the program is:

a. in accordance with the stated goals in physical education
b. conducted for a minimum of 400 minutes for each 10-day period

REGULATION ADOPTED: February 6, 2006
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International Exchange
Admission

The Board welcomes the enrollment of foreign exchange students participating in programs that meet
criteria established by the U. S. Department of State, Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs for
international student exchange programs. The Board further encourages district students to take opportunities to
participate in such programs and study in another country.

Descriptions of exchange programs are available from the Council on Standards for International Educational
Travel (CSIET), 212 S Henry St., Alexandria, VA 22314-3522. A list of exchange visitor organizations

approved by CSIET is available at http://www.csiet.org/publications-resources/publications/listed-
programs.html.

Federal regulations provide that the sponsoring program must secure prior written acceptance for the
enrollment of any exchange student from a district or authorized school administrator. In order to approve
the admission of any foreign exchange students, the Superintendent or designee must receive a written request
for enrollment from the sponsoring organization prior to June 1 of the preceding school year.

All foreign exchange students must meet state and district immunization requirements. In addition, they must have
medical and accident insurance that meets or exceeds U.S. Department of State guidelines.

The district shall incur no financial obligations when sending or receiving foreign exchange students.
Program sponsors shall provide assurance of their responsibility for health, accident and liability insurance, the
student’s home placement, and the resolution of any related personal difficulties which may arise.

The Superintendent or designee shall establish district criteria for issuing regular or honorary diplomas to
foreign exchange students. The principal or designee should refer to these criteria when helping foreign
exchange students select classes, academic goals, and co-curricular activities that correspond with their
individual qualifications, needs, and interests.

District staff shall provide relevant counseling to district students who wish to study in a foreign country.
Students seeking district graduation credit for courses successfully completed in the foreign country must
provide evidence of academic progress.

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A. GENERAL POLICIES

1. The Hesperia Unified School District reserves the right to work only with those organizations
which:

a. Have complied with all District guidelines and deadlines;

b. Are listed in the most current CSIET Advisory List

c. Have been successful in locating suitable home environments and host families
for students in Hesperia; all students must be placed in permanent home prior to
school beginning; and

d. Have maintained a stable relationship with the Hesperia Unified School District
by providing local representatives who have supported the District’s guidelines
for foreign students.

2. Organizations which desire to place students in the District must contact the Hesperia Unified
School District’s Instructional Services Division and receive school enrollment
authorization for placements each year prior to June 1 of the preceding school year.

3. For organizations selected for participation by the District, all required student paperwork must
be on file with the District s Office of Instruction no later than two weeks before the
beginning of the school year.

4. ‘The District may revoke the right of student sponsorship for any organization that violates the
District rules as stated in the policy or any other policies of the District, or any State or Federal
laws regarding foreign exchange students.

B. SPECIFIC GUIDELINES

ENROLLMENT QUALIFICATIONS
Organizations selected for participation by the District shall provide the school with a
complete student application which includes the following:

A personal letter from the student

Detailed information on student and natural family

Proof that the student has sufficient language ability to function in an American classroom
Original transcript of student’s high school grades, with English translation (and this must
meet district requirements)

¢ Necessary medical history, including proof of immunization as required by the District, any
medical/physical restrictions, and a recent physical exam with proof of required
immunizations

Each exchange student must be qualified to participate in regular classes and maintain a
typical schedule. This means an acceptable level of proficiency in the English language,
a commitment to complete coursework, and the social skills to enjoy participation in
social and extra-curricular activities.
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AGE
Students must be at least sixteen (16) years old, but must not have reached their eighteenth (18)
birthday by the time they enroll.

LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY
Students must show proficiency in the English Language by having completed the Secondary Level of
English Proficiency test (SLEP, TOEEF, or any appropriate measure of English Language proficiency)
with a minimum scale score of 55, or 81%, or evidence of language proficiency demonstrated to the
satisfaction of the District. A student and organization making application to the District must submit a
copy of the student s SLEP test with the evaluation sheet as part of the application information. The
District reserves the right to designate any other test as an alternate assessment to the SLEP.

HEALTH, ACCIDENT AND LIABILITY INSURANCE
a. The sponsor is responsible for ensuring that every student selected to participate in the program has
appropriate medical coverage as specified in current U.S. Department of State guidelines. Minimum
acceptable coverage must include:

1. Basic medical/accident
2. Preparation and transportation of remains to home country
3. Dismemberment coverage

b. Coverage may be provided in any of the following ways, with the District informed of the
sponsor’s choice:

1. By health and accident coverage arranged for by the student.

2. By health and accident insurance coverage arranged for by the sponsor.

3. By the sponsor assuming all financial responsibility for a student s ilinesses and accidents from
the time the student leaves his/her home country until he/she returns home.

EMPLOYMENT
Students in the exchange program are not permitted to accept full-time employment during their stay in
the United States. However, noncompetitive small jobs, not to exceed 10 hours per week, such as tutoring,
grass cutting, baby or people sitting, newspaper delivery, etc. will be allowed.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

a. A sponsor must guarantee return transportation for students in the event of a
default by their organization. This guarantee may be accomplished by the
purchase of round trip charter ticket, the purchase of a round trip ticket on
regularly scheduled flights, or a combination of the two. Alternatively, a sponsor
may arrange a surety bond or surety trust agreement with a bank to ensure retum
transportation.

b. Sponsors are required to have available for review by the Department of State an
audited financial statement of their operations. The financial statement should
include an itemized list of the salaries of the officers of the organization.
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International Exchange
ATHLETICS

Foreign exchange students shall be eligible for participation in interscholastic sports in their sponsoring
program is listed in the California Interscholastic Federation (CIF) bylaws. Participation by other foreign
students must be approved by the CIF section. (CIF bylaws, Article 2, Section 212).

DEADLINES
Sponsoring organizations must apply for enroliment authorization for placements each year. All
applications for placement and study must be submitted to the Hesperia Unified School District,
Instructional Services Division before June 1 of the preceding academic school year. Late enroliment or
enrollment for only the spring semester is not permitted. However, the District may accept
exchange students from neighboring districts provided that they have complied with all other
District policy and regulations.

TRANSFER OF CREDITS
Students who seck graduation credits for academic work completed in a foreign country must provide the
Superintendent or designee with official transcripts translated into English, which indicate:

1. Classes successfully completed

2. 'The amount of time each class met and the total number of class periods held during the
grading period

3. Adescriptive or numerical evaluation of the student s academic performance.

At his/her discretion, the Superintendent or designee may assign pass or fail grades whenever the above
transcript provides descriptive rather than letter or numerical grades.

DIPLOMAS
a  Foreign exchange students will be considered for a regular diploma if they have
satisfactorily completed the following:

1. Two semesters of full-time enrollment, or one semester of full-time
enrollment with an additional full-time semester of transferable credit from
another California High School.

2. Satisfactory completion of all courses while enrolled in the Hesperia Unified
School District.

3. Satisfactory passing of Hesperia Unified District proficiency examinations.

4. All foreign exchange students who desire to receive a diploma must have their
transcripts evaluated by Educational Records Evaluation Service or a similar
agency to determine the student s educational equivalency in the United
States.

b. Foreign exchange students who are not eligible for the regular diploma will receive an honorary
diploma, provided they have completed at least one semester of full-time enrollment and achieved at
least a 2.0 grade point average.
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c. Atthe discretion of the principal or designee, foreign exchange students who do not meet
requirements for a regular or an honorary diploma may, at the end of their visit, be given a letter
certifying the time period for which they were enrolled.

d.  Atthe discretion of the principal or designee, foreign exchange students may be permitted to attend
and participate in all senior graduation ceremonies.

SCHOOL POLICIES
Students will be subject to the same school policies, rules of conduct, and attendance requirements
expected of all regular students in the Hesperia Unified School District.

STUDENT CHANGING HOMES
Students who change host homes during the year must be placed in a new home in the same school’s
attendance area.

ACADEMIC SUCCESS
Students will be expected to maintain a 2.0 academic grade point average in order to extend their stay into
Spring semester. The school principal must approve exceptions to these standards.

LENGTH OF STAY AND SUMMER SCHOOL
Students may enroll in the District for only one academic year. Students may not take classes in summer
school.

NUMBER OF STUDENTS PER CAMPUS
CSIET guidelines suggest that exchange students compose no more than one percent (1%) of a school’s
enrollment. The Hesperia Unified School District will make the final decision as to the number of students
who will be placed at each campus.

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High School Requirements

High School Graduation

Requirements for graduation and specified alternative means for completing the prescribed course of
study shall be made available to students, parents/guardians and the public. (Education Code 51225.3)

Students shall not be required to have resided within the district for any minimum length of time as a
condition of high school graduation. (Education Code 51411)

The Superintendent or designee shall exempt or waive specific course requirements for foster youth or
children of military families in accordance with Education Code 51225.3 and 49701.

Foreign exchange students may receive honorary diplomas pursuant to Education Code 51225.5.

Students who complete all requirements for a high school diploma and demonstrate mastery of the
curriculum in at least six subject matter areas may qualify for an honors diploma. (Education Code 51450,

51451)

The Governing Board may retroactively grant a high school diploma to a former student whose education
in the district was interrupted due to his/her internment during World War II and did not receive a
diploma because of the internment. (Education Code 51430)

a. Exit Examination for the Classes of 2006 and Later

At the beginning of each school year or at the time a student transfers into the district, the Board
shall provide written notification to all students in grades 9 through 12 and to their
parents/guardians that, starting in the 2005-06 school year and each year thereafter, each student
completing the 12th grade shall be required to successfully pass the state’s high school exit
examination as a condition of graduation. The notification shall include, at a minimum, the date
of the examination, the requirements for passing the examination, and the consequences of not
passing the examination. (Education Code 48980, 60850, 60859)

The examination shall be administered in accordance with law, Board policy and administrative
regulation.

When students do not demonstrate sufficient progress toward passing the exit examination,
supplemental instruction offered by the district shall be designed to assist students to succeed on
the exit examination and shall reflect statewide academic standards to the extent that the district
has aligned its curriculum with those standards. (Education Code 60851)

Supplemental instruction shall include summer school instructional programs for students in
grades 7-12 who do not demonstrate sufficient progress toward passing the exit examination.
(Education Code 37252)

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Student Use of Technology

The Governing Board intends that technological resources provided by the district be used in a
responsible and proper manner in support of the instructional program and for the advancement
of student learning.

The Superintendent or designee shall notify students and parents/guardians about authorized uses
of district computers and consequences for unauthorized use and/or unlawful activities.

A.

On-Line Services/Internet Access

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that all district computers with Internet
access have a technology protection measure that blocks or filters Internet access to
visual depictions that are obscene, child pornography, or harmful to minors, and that the
operation of such measures is enforced. (20 USC 7001, 47 USC 254)

The Board desires to protect students from access to harmful matter on the Internet or
other on-line services. The Superintendent or designee shall implement rules and
procedures designed to restrict students' access to harmful or inappropriate matter on the
Internet and to ensure the safety and security of students when using electronic mail, chat
rooms and other forms of direct electronic communication.

Disclosure, use and dissemination of personal identification information regarding
students is prohibited.

Staff shall supervise students while they are using on-line services and may ask teacher
aides and student aides to assist in this supervision.

Before using the district's on-line resources, each student and his/her parent/guardian
shall sign and return an Acceptable Use Agreement specifying user obligations and
responsibilities. In that agreement, the student and his/her parent/guardian shall agree to
not hold the district responsible and shall agree to indemnify and hold harmless the
district and all district personnel for the failure of any technology protection measures,
violations of copyright restrictions, users' mistakes or negligence, or any costs incurred
by users.

The Superintendent or designee shall provide age-appropriate instruction regarding safe
and appropriate behavior on the social networking sites, chat rooms, and other Internet
services. Such instruction shall include, but not limited to, the dangers of posting
personal information online, misrepresentation by online predators, how to report
inappropriate or offensive content or threats behaviors that constitute cyberbullying, and
how to respond when subjected to cyberbullying.
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Student Use of Technology

In order to help ensure that the district adapts to changing technologies and
circumstances, the Superintendent or designee shall regularly review this policy, the
accompanying administrative regulation and other procedures. He/she shall also monitor
the district's filtering software to help ensure its effectiveness.

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Student Use of Technology

The principal or designee shall oversee the maintenance of each school's technological resources
and may establish guidelines and limits on their use. He/she shall ensure that all students using
these resources receive training in their proper and appropriate use.

At the beginning of each school year, parents/guardians shall receive a copy of the district's
policy and administrative regulation regarding access by students to the Internet and on-line
sites. (Education Code 48980)

A. On-Line/Internet Services: User Obligations and Responsibilities

Students are authorized to use district equipment to access the Internet or on-line services
in accordance with user obligations and responsibilities specified below and in
accordance with Governing Board policy and the district's Acceptable Use Agreement.

1.

The student, in whose name an on-line services account is issued, is responsible
for its proper use at all times. Students shall keep personal account numbers,
home addresses and telephone numbers private. They shall use the system only
under their own account number.

Students shall use the district's system responsibly and primarily for educational
purposes.

Students shall not access, post, submit, publish or display harmful or
inappropriate matter that is threatening, obscene, disruptive or sexually explicit,
or that could be construed as harassment or disparagement of others based on
their race/ethnicity, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, age, disability,
religion or political beliefs.

Students shall not use the system to threaten, intimidate, harass, or ridicule other
students or staff.

Harmful matter includes matter, taken as a whole, which to the average person,
applying contemporary statewide standards, appeals to the prurient interest and is
matter which depicts or describes in a patently offensive way sexual conduct and
which lacks serious literary, artistic, political or scientific value for minors. (Penal
Code 313)

Students shall not disclose, use or disseminate personal identification information
about themselves or others when using electronic mail, chat rooms, or other forms
of direct electronic communication. Students are also cautioned not to disclose
such information by other means to individuals located through the Internet
without the permission of their parents/guardians.
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Personal information includes the student's name, address, telephone number,
Social Security number, or other individually identifiable information.

6. Students shall not use the system to encourage the use of drugs, alcohol or
tobacco, nor shall they promote unethical practices or any activity prohibited by
law or Board policy. Students shall not use devices to cheat.

7. Copyrighted material shall be posted online only in accordance with applicable

copyright laws. Any materials utilized for research projects should be given
proper credit as with any other printed source of information.

Students shall not intentionally upload, download, create, distribute or broadcast
computer viruses, trojans, or worms and/or maliciously attempt to harm, destroy
or hinder district equipment and materials, obtain passwords or manipulate the
data of any other user, including so-called "hacking."

Students shall not read, distribute, or otherwise broadcast other users' electronic
mail or files. They shall not attempt to interfere with other users' ability to send or
receive electronic mail, nor shall they attempt to delete, copy, modify or forge
other users' mail, network accounts, or files.

Students shall report any security problem or misuse of the services to the teacher
or principal.

The district reserves the right to monitor any on-line communications for
improper use. Electronic communications and downloaded material, including
files deleted from a user's account, may be monitored or read by district officials
to ensure proper use of the system. The district reserves the right to monitor use
of the district’s systems for improper use without advance notice or consent.
Students shall be informed that computer files and electronic communications,
including email, are not private and may be accessed by the district for the
purpose of ensuring proper use.

The principal or designee shall make all decisions regarding whether or not a
student has violated Board policy or the district's Acceptable Use Agreement. The
decision of the principal or designee shall be final.

Inappropriate use shall result in a cancellation of the student's user privileges,
disciplinary action and/or legal action in accordance with law and Board policy.

The Superintendent or designee shall consult with teachers, principals, administrators, other
appropriate school personnel, and parents/guardians of participating students in the development,
periodic review, and, as necessary, the revision of a local educational agency (LEA) plan. The
plan and any revisions shall be submitted to the Governing Board for approval. (20 USC 6312)

The plan shall address the components specified in 20 USC 6312, which describe the
assessments, strategies, and services the district will use to help low-achieving students meet
challenging academic standards.

The initial plan shall be submitted to the California Department of Education (CDE) and
approved by the State Board of Education. Subsequent revisions of the plan shall be kept on file
in the district.

B. Comparability of Services
State and local funds used in schools receiving Title I funds shall provide services that, taken as a
whole, are at least comparable to services in schools that are not receiving Title I funds or, if all
district schools are receiving Title I funds, that are substantially comparable in each school.
Comparability may be determined on a school-by-school basis or by grade span. (20 USC 6321)
To demonstrate comparability of services among district schools:
1. The Board shall adopt and implement a districtwide salary schedule.
2. The ratio of students to teachers, administrators, and other staff at each Title I

school shall not exceed 110 percent of the average ratio of non-Title I
schools.

The Board shall use state assessment results and other available measures or indicators to
annually determine whether each participating school is making adequate yearly progress toward
ensuring that all students meet the state’s proficient level of achievement on state assessments.

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C. Participation of Private School Students

The .Superintendent or designee shall provide or contract to provide special educational
services or other Title I benefits to eligible private school students residing in a
participating school attendance area. Such services and benefits shall be provided on an
equitable basis with participating public school students. (20 USC 6320, 7881)

Teachers, other educational personnel, and families of participating private school
students shall have an opportunity to participate, on an equitable basis, in parent
involvement activities and professional development pursuant to 20 USC 6318 and 6319.
(20 USC 6320, 7881)

Each year the Superintendent or designee shall contact officials of private schools with
students who reside within district boundaries, regardless of whether the private school
they attend is located within the district or whether or not those officials have previously
indicated any interest in program participation.

The Superintendent or designee shall consult, in a meaningful and timely manner, with
appropriate private school officials during the design and development of the district’s
Title I programs. Such consultation shall occur before the district makes any decisions
that affects the opportunities of eligible private school students to participate in Title I

programs and shall include a discussion of. (20 USC 6320, 7881: 34 CFR 200.63)

1. How the needs of private school students will be identified.

2. What services will be offered.

3. How, where, and by whom the services will be provided.

4. How the services will be academically assessed and how assessment results will

be used to improve those services.

5. The size and scope of the equitable services to be provided to private school
students and the proportion of funds that is allocated for such services.

6. The method or sources of data that are used to determine the number of students
from low-income families in participating school attendance areas who attend
private schools.
